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THE RANI OF JHANSI

Lakshmibai, the Rani of Jhansi was born under the name Manikarnika Tambe in VVaranasi
in1828. She was one of the most resolute, patriotic figures of the Rebellion of 1857,
India’s first war of Independence. Brought up in a household of the Peshwa (Ruler) Baji
Rao 11, she had an unusual upbringing for a Brahmin girl. Growing up with boys in the
Peshwa’s court, she was trained in martial arts and she became proficient in sword
fighting and riding. In 1842, at the age of 14, she got married to Gangadhar Rao
Newalkar, the Maharaja of Jhansi and got the name Rani Lakshmibai. Shortly after the
beginning of the revolt in 1857, she was proclaimed the regent of Jhansi. Her struggle
against the British was courageous and consistent. She was not ready to surrender to the
alien rulers. She inspired her followers with great enthusiasm and zeal for her cause. She
was determined not to give up the dominion of Jhansi. As an organizer par excellence,
she revamped the administration of the state, boosted and raised a banner of revolt against
the British Raj. When Jhansi fell she moved to Kalpi and then to Gwalior to continue her
struggle with renewed vigour. After a fierce battle with the British she died on June 17,
1858 martyring her life for India’s freedom. For Indian nationalists, she was the icon for
the freedom struggle against the British. November 19, the birth anniversary of Rani
Lakshmibai is celebrated as Martyr’s Dayin Jhansi to honour the lives lost in the

Rebellion of 1857.

The
seats for admission to various programmes are as under:

e MP.ES. (2 Years) 25 seats.

Application for Admission

Candidates can apply online through the “Admission” page of the college website
(www.Incpe.ac.in). Make sure all the necessary documents are ready before attending the
online application. After successful submission of the application through online, the
applicant has to take a print of the submitted application and carry the same, along with
the following documents.

e Self-attested copies of all the documents.

e All the documents and certificates in original.
e Any government ID proof (passport, voter ID, Aadhar card, Driving License)

Application fee of Rs.1000/- for each course shall be paid online. College account
details are: A/c no.: 57007268936, Name: Principal, LNCPE, IFSC: SBIN0070043,
SBI Kariavattom. Online application will open on 30™ April 2025 and close on 19" June
2025.

Admission Procedure

e All eligible candidates desirous of seeking admission to BPEd/MPES
programmes should apply online before the last date prescribed.

e The candidates are provisionally called for admission tests on the basis of the
documents submitted by them.

e They have to report to the center opted on the prescribed dates and time given
in the test call card.

e The schedule of tests will be notified to the candidates on their arrival at the
testing venue.
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e Candidates must be in possession of all original certificates/credentials
and other documents for verification by college administration when they
report for tests.

Admission Tests

Merely applying online will not entitle a candidate to be called for Admission Tests.
Admission test cards shall be generated on the basis of information submitted online.
Candidates are advised to go through the prospectus and ensure their eligibility for the
course applied. The candidates need to ensure their eligibility before proceeding for
the admission test. Candidates are advised to look up the College website from time to
time for any update.

(Candidates who have appeared in any of the qualifying examinations, but whose results
are awaited may also apply.

Admission tests for BPEd and MPES will be conducted
simultaneously in LNCPE, Thiruvananthapuram, LNIPE-NERC,
Guwahati, Assam & LNIPE, Gwalior, MP

Rank List

Names of the candidates selected will be displayed on the notice board / College website
(www.Incpe.ac.in) after the admission tests and approval by the university. The
candidates selected should attend counseling (dates will be informed to the selected
candidates) followed by medical test at Medical Centre at LNCPE, Thiruvananthapuram
and those who clear the medical test and credential verification by the college
administration, pay the required fees at the time of admission, failing which, candidates
from the waiting list will be called for admission. Non- payment of fee within the
prescribed period will automatically debar a candidate from admission. The admission
will be completed only after submitting the required documents and subjected to their

approval of the University of Kerala.

Women Candidates

Though married women are eligible for admission to B.P.Ed (4 Year) Innovative Degree
Programme or MPES programme, if she is found medically unfit due to pregnancy at any
stage of the programme; she will have to discontinue the course until she regains physical
fitness.

NOTES:
1. All admissions are provisional and subject to confirmation of their eligibility by the
University of Kerala.
2. The College reserves the right to deny admission to a candidate on disciplinary
grounds.
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3. The College reserves the right to keep seats vacant if as many candidates as the
sanctioned strength of seats do not qualify.
4. Candidates are admitted on their own responsibility and the credentials/ documents

furnished by them. If, at any stage, it is found that any document furnished by a
candidate is forged, or information contained in it is false his/her admission will be
cancelled forthwith.
5. Students shall submit the following original documents/certificates at the time of

admission:

o Migration certificate from their respective Universities/Boards (This does

not apply to the candidates who have passed Higher Secondary
Education, Govt of Kerala/CBSE)
o Passport size photographs- 2 nos.

Note : Final decision regarding the eligibility for the admission to the programme will be
subjected to University of Kerala.

Attendance and Examinations

Regulations regarding attendance and examinations established by University of Kerala
shall be followed for all courses. Every student is required to put in 100% attendance
(separately in theory and activities). However, leave on account of illness, injury,
participation in sports activities and other exigencies may be allowed to the extent of 15
% of the total classes in a semester. In case a student exceeds this limit, he/she may take
admission in the same class in the next academic year. A student must have at least 85%
attendance in each of the theory papers and practical subjects to appear for the
examination
Note:
e All the students who have more than 85% of attendance will be considered in the
Green Zone and will be permitted to appear in the Semester Exam.

e Students having attendance less than 85% and more than 70% will be in Orange
Zone and considered to have shortage of attendance and the condonation of
attendance will be allowed. Benefit of attendance may be granted to students
attending Inter collegiate /University/ National Sports Competitions (organized by
National federations affiliated and recognized by IOA and AIU only),
participation in co-curricular activities by treating them as present for the days of
absence, by the Head of the Institution and this benefit shall be considered for



internal assessment also.

e Students who have below 70% of attendance will be in Red Zone and not be
eligible for condonation of attendance and hence will not be allowed to appear the
semester examination and he/she may take admission in the same class in the next
academic year.

Internal Examination

e Students are expected to perform well in sessional/model examinations so as to score
good marks in the sessional.

e A student may be detained from appearing for the University Examination if his/her
progress in theory/activity is not found satisfactory.

Conduct and Discipline

e If any incident of ragging comes to the notice of the authority, action will be
taken as per the law prohibiting, and directions of the supreme court of India and
the central/state government as well as the UGC regulations on curbing the
menace of ragging in educational institutions, 20009.

e On admission the candidate and his/her parent/guardian have to give an
undertaking to the office that their ward will not indulge in ragging and if found
guilty of ragging then they will be punished by the institution as per UGC
regulations.

e As per the order of the Supreme Court of India, in case an applicant for
admission is found to have indulged in ragging in the past, admission may be
refused and, if it is noticed later that he/she has indulged in ragging, he/she shall
be expelled from the institution.

e Students are required to maintain excellent conduct both inside and outside the
college campus and hostels. The College reserves the right to take disciplinary
action including expulsion or rustication from college at any time during the
course of study if a student violates college rules or acts in a manner which is
detrimental to the college discipline.

e Students are not permitted to use car/motorcycle/scooter, etc. inside the campus.

e There are separate rules regarding discipline in the college, on and off the
playfields, in the hostels, at assemblies, in the library, etc.

e Promotion to the higher semester can be denied on reasons of indiscipline or
misconduct.

e Students are not permitted to engage themselves in any activities involving
politics/ political parties inside the campus, any violations will attract
disciplinary proceedings.

e Smoking, consumption of alcohol and narcotics are prohibited in the hostels and
campus.

The college diary containing these rules will be provided to each student at the beginning
of the year. A student who violates the provisions in the rules will be dealt with suitably.

College reserves the right to make change(s) in these rules at any time, which will be
notified to the students for compliance.

Health Centre

The College Health Centre provides free treatment for ordinary ailments and injuries.
Physiotherapy treatment for sports related injuries is also available. In case of emergency,
serious ailments/injuries the students will be referred to government Medical College for



further treatment at their own expense.

Club and Co-Curricular Activities

The Institute promotes cultural and literary activities by providing the students an
opportunity to participate in dramatics, music, debates, symposia, quiz competitions etc.
through the Cultural Club and Literary Society. The students are also will be involved in
activities like Camping, Outreach Activities and Adventure Programmes to develop
leadership qualities and all-round personality development.

College Dues

Students will be required to pay the fee according to the details given in Annexure-II.
The students must pay the college dues for each semester at the time of
admission/commencement of the semester. If a student does not clear the dues within the
period mentioned above, his/her name will be struck off the college rolls and re-
admission will be allowed only on clearance of all dues and fine as mentioned above
within three days along with a re-admission fee of Rs.150/-.

The student shall be admitted to the programme, allowed to stay in the hostel and
dine from the college mess only after the remittance of entire semester fee including
the semester mess fee.

Caution Money

Caution Money of Rs. 2500/- in case of BPEd and MPES programmes, shall be collected
from each student along with the first installment of fees. The caution money will be
refunded to the student only on completion of the programme after deducting outstanding
dues, if any. However, if any student willfully causes damage to college property his/her
caution money shall not be refunded in order to make good such loss.

Note:

If the caution money is not claimed within a year of completion of the programme, it
will be forfeited to the college and credited to the college account.

University Fee

e Migration Fee will be remitted by the students from institutions outside the
jurisdiction of University of Kerala to produce Migration certificate from their
respective Universities/Boards (This does not apply to the candidates who have
passed Higher Secondary from Kerala Education Board/CBSE.) and Eligibility
certificate from University of Kerala at the time of admission to college.

e Matriculation fee will be remitted by the students who come from Universities
other than the University of Kerala and various Boards.

e Recognition fee needs to be remitted to obtain the recognition certificate from
University of Kerala by all candidates who have passed their qualifying
examination from Universities other than University of Kerala and various
Boards. However, this does not apply to the candidates from University of
Calicut.

e Eligibility certificate must be obtained by remitting the fee to University of
Kerala by the candidates of other Universities and Boards of Higher Secondary
Examinations.

e Examination fee must be remitted by the students themselves as prescribed by



the University of Kerala upon notification of the exam schedule.

Uniform

An amount of Rs.6000/- BPEd, Rs.5250/- for M.P.E.S will be collected from each
student at the time of admission to supply activity uniform. Additional money will be
collected from the students on this account, if necessary.

Insurance Coverage

All students admitted to this college will be insured against injury/death due to accident.
The college will levy the required amount as premium on each student.

Scholarships and Assistantships

The college has a provision for awarding the following scholarships and assistantships to

eligible and deserving candidates as per the established criteria:

(a) Academic Merit Scholarships:
A maximum of three Academic Merit Scholarships in each programme of the
BPEd and MPES will be awarded to meritorious students who secure 60% or more
aggregate marks in the course (consolidated marks) of University Examination. The
value of Academic Merit Scholarship will be Rs.2,500/-. The award will be considered
in order of merit.

(b) Sports Merit Scholarships:
Sports Merit Scholarships up to 10% of the total sanctioned strength of BPEd
and MPES classes will be awarded to medal winners at the All India Inter-
University and National level competitions held in individual events and team
sports during the academic year ending March. The value of Sports Merit
Scholarship will be Rs.4,000/-, Rs.3,500/- and Rs.3,000/- for gold, silver and bronze
medal winners respectively.

( Note: N

® Sports achievement rating scale maintained by the college will be applied to
decide the order of merit for the award of scholarship.

® In case of a tie on a particular point of merit, the number of times of
achievement/participation in the game/sport at different levels and the number of
merit certificates possessed by the candidates will be considered in that order.

® Medal winners only in the events/sports/games included in the schedule of All

India Inter University Sports Control Board or Indian Olympic Association or the

list printed by the National Sports Federations concerned will be considered for
\ the award of scholarships. /

(c). Best student award
Prof. K R K Nair Memorial Endowment Prize will be awarded to the best student
of Final Year BPEd and MPES on recommendation of a committee duly constituted
for the purpose. The prize amount will be decided by the College Development
Committee every year.



(d) Student Teaching Assistantship:

Students from MPES classes will be eligible for grant of Student Teaching Assistantship of
Rs.2500/- per student per month for assisting in academic and instructional classes.

®  Academic Merit Scholarships will be awarded only after the declaration of
University examination results.

®  Sports Merit Scholarships will be given at the end of the academic session.

® The award of scholarships/assistantships is subject to a student's good
conduct, character and satisfactory academic performance. The scholarship
may be denied on disciplinary grounds.

®  No student shall receive more than one scholarship from any source at a time
in the academic year under consideration. However, this will not apply to
Student Teaching Assistantship.

® The award of scholarship / assistantship shall be decided on the
recommendation of the College Staff Council, and the decision of the

\ Principal shall be final in this regard.

SC/ST/OBC students eligible for a scholarship during the academic year 2025-26.
The students should submit their application forms/ scholarship forms for the respective
departments for the academic year within a month of admission for processing.

Reservation of Seat

A candidate can claim only one benefit at a time as per his/her choice for a particular purpose.

Reservation for Nominees

(i) Reservation for Candidates from Union Territory of Lakshadweep.

An additional seat shall be created for BPEd programme (wherever necessary) exclusively for the
purpose of accommodating students sponsored by the Union Territory of Lakshadweep. This seat
shall not be filled up by other candidates. The Head of the Institutions should forward the list of
such candidates admitted, separately, to the University immediately after the admissions. (Govt.
letter N0.5455/B3/2006/H.Edn. dated 15-3-2006) (U.O.No.Ac.B/1/1134/2006 dated 26-4-2006).
The students should register online before obtaining admission.

(i)  Concession for Wards of Kashmiri Migrants.

The following relevant concessions are applicable for wards of Kashmiri Migrants for admission to
the BPEd programme in the Colleges — U.O.No.Ac.B1/910/Admns/2012, dated 09/04/2012.

e Extension in date of admission by about 30 days.



e Relaxation in cut off percentage up to 10% subject to minimum eligibility requirement.
e Increase in intake capacity up to 5% course wise.
e Waiving of domicile requirements.
e Facilitation of migration in second and subsequent years.
(ili) Reservation for candidates from Jammu and Kashmir.

Two seats shall be created over and above the sanctioned strength to accommodate candidates
belonging to Jammu & Kashmir for admission to BPEd Programme (wherever necessary). (UO
No. Ac B1/2292/Adms/2012 dated 01.03.2013). Such students should also register online.

(iv) Reservation for Inmates of Government Children’s Home.

One seat shall be created over and above the sanctioned strength in BPEd Programme for Inmates
of Government Children’s Home and Establishments which functions as per Juvenile Justice Act.
In the event of non-applicants from the above establishments, the applications of candidates from
approved Children’s Homes duly recommended by the District Social Welfare Officer shall be
considered. (U.O.No. Ac B1/055682/2012 dated 30.04.2013)

(v) Reservation of seats for the widows /wards of Defence Personnel,

killed/disabled in action or during peace time.
Additional seats over and above the sanctioned strength in BPEd Programme may be created as
and when required for the widows/wards of Defence Personnel, killed or disabled in action or
during peace time, in Central/State Universities/Autonomous/ Professional / Non-Professional
Institutions under the purview of Ministry of Human Resource Development as per UGC policy.
(Applicable to Army/Navy/Airforce only. Not applicable to paramilitary forces/CAPF/GREF/Coast
Guard etc.)

(V1) Reservation for Differently Abled Persons.

(1 5% seats of the sanctioned strength shall be created over and above exclusively for
candidates with benchmark disability (as per clause 32(1) of chapter VI, The Rights of Persons with
Disabilities Act, 2016).

(i) The persons with benchmark disabilities shall be given an upper age relaxation of five years
for admission in institutions of higher education. (as per clause 32(2) of chapter VI, The Rights of
Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016)

As per Clause 2 (r), Chapter I of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016, “Person with
benchmark disability” means a person with not less than 40% of a specified disability where
specified disability has not been defined in measurable terms and includes a person with disability

where specified disability has been defined in measurable terms, as certified by the certifying



authority. Candidates who have a minimum of 40% disability alone will be eligible to apply for
this quota. Candidates seeking admission under Differently Abled category should submit the
“Certificate of disability”, issued not earlier than 5 years (for temporary disability) prior to the
submission of application, by the District Medical Board or bodies of higher status, certifying the
degree of percentage of disability. The Permanent Disability Card issued by the State Government
is also considered. Based on the details furnished in the online application, candidates will be

provisionally included under the “Differently Abled” category.

(V1) Reservation for Transgender candidates:

Two seats shall be created over and above the sanctioned strength in BPEd Prpogramme
exclusively for admitting Transgender students. (G.O.(Ms)No0.153/2018 HEdn dated 03.07.2018).
Such candidates should submit transgender identity card issued by the State Government at the

time of admission.

There will not be any upper age limit for Transgender candidates for admission to any of the
programmes in the affiliated Arts and Science Colleges (G.O. (Ms.) No. 295/2021/HEDN dated
07/07/2021).

3. CLAIMS FOR MANDATORY RESERVATION AND
CERTIFICATES TO BE PRODUCED

() Claims for Mandatory Reservation must be made by a candidate at the time of
submission of online application. Candidates should mention their claim in the relevant
columns in the Personal and Academic Data Sheet. They should also satisfy the eligibility
conditions as per the Prospectus (Clause 5) at the time of online registration.

(ii) Candidates should produce all original documents to prove their claims made in the online
application form at the time of admission before the Principal. Claims that are not
mentioned at the time of submission of online application will not be entertained even if
supporting evidences are produced later on. The claims for mandatory reservation once
made cannot be altered by the candidate under any circumstances.

Claim for reservation under “Socially and Educationally Backward Classes”
(SEBC):

Reservation of seats to the Socially and Educationally Backward Classes will be in
accordance with the provisions contained in G.O. (P) 208/66/Edn. Dated 02.05.1966, as
amended from time to time.

Candidates belonging to Ezhava, Muslim, Other Backward Hindu, Latin Catholic/SIUC and Other
Backward Christian communities, claiming reservation under SEBC quota should invariably
produce “Non Creamy Layer Certificate” obtained from the Village Officer concerned.
Candidates belonging to Non Creamy Layer only are eligible for claiming reservation to
SEBC category. Annual Income is not a criteria for reservation under SEBC category. List of
communities under SEBC category are given in Annexure VIII. The validity of Non Creamy
Layer certificate is one year.

Claim for reservation under Scheduled Castes (SC) / Scheduled Tribes (ST) quota:



Candidates belonging to SC/ST communities allotted against merit seats or against the
seats reserved for them are exempted from payment of fee at the time of admission. Candidates
claiming reservation under Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes quota should obtain the
Caste/Community Certificate from the Village Officer/Tahsildar. (See Annexure V and Annexure
VI for list of SC and ST). The validity of caste certificate of SC/ST is three years. ST candidates
can produce SSLC certificate as proof.

Warning: Those who produce false SC/ST Certificate for claiming reservation under SC/ST
quota shall be liable for penalties as per rules.

The seats not availed by the SC candidates will go to ST candidates and vice versa

Claim of OEC candidates against the un-availed seats of SC/ST candidates.

Other Eligible Community (OEC) candidates are eligible for the un-availed seats, if any, under
SC/ST quota. The communities given in Annexure VII only are eligible for such un-availed seats,
if any, under SC/ST quota (G.O.(Ms)N0.14/2017/BCDD dated 02.08.2017). OEC candidates who
possess “NonCreamy Layer Certificate” obtained from the Village Officer concerned alone are
eligible for such seats.

Note: Converted Christians do not come under the SC/ST category. They belong to OEC
category. (Ref. Annexure VII)

General Rules for conversion of vacant seats

If sufficient candidates are not available for filling the seats reserved for SC/ST candidates, the
same will be notified in the media three times (on three different dates) and a separate
allotment for SC/ST candidates will be made by the University. However, even after this, if
SC/ST seats are still vacant, such seats will be filled by candidates belonging to Other Eligible
Communities (OEC) included in the Annexure- VII of the Prospectus and in their absence, will
be filled as per Government norms.

If sufficient candidates are not available for filling the seats reserved for SEBC, the seats that
remain unfilled will be converted to the General Merit Quota.

If sufficient candidates are not available for filling the seats reserved for Economically
Weaker Sections (EWS) in General Category, the seats that remain unfilled will be converted to
the General Merit Quota.

Claim for fee concession to OEC candidates. Candidates belonging to Other Eligible
Communities are exempted from payment of fee at the time of admission to BPEd Programme
under Government/Community quota seats, irrespective of annual family income as per G.O (MS)
No. 36/07/SCSTDD, dated: 03.07.2007. (Communities listed in Annexure VII).

OEC candidates will be granted the fee concession based on the Non-Creamy Layer
Certificate. But those OEC candidates who do not come under Non-Creamy Layer category
should produce the Community Certificate obtained from the village officer at the time of
admission for availing the fee concession

Claim for fee concession to OEC candidates.

Candidates belonging to Other Eligible Communities are exempted from payment of fee at the
time of admission to BPEd programme under Government/Community quota seats, irrespective
of annual family income as per G.O (MS) No. 36/07/SCSTDD, dated: 03.07.2007. (Communities
listed in Annexure VII).



Claim for fee concession to the candidates who get OEC educational assistance.

As per the G.0.(Ms) 10/2014/BCDD dated 23.05.2014, 30 communities from state OBC list
are selected for OEC educational assistance subjected to a maximum of Rs. 8 Lakh annual
income. (G.O (MS) No. 03/2018/BCDD) dated 09.04.2018 (Communities listed in Annexure
IX). They should provide Community and Income Certificates from the Village Officer at the
time of admission. The validity of income certificate of OEC community is one year.

Claim for reservation under Economically Weaker Sections (EWS) in
General Category.

Candidates belonging to the communities listed in Annexure- X who are economically
backward are eligible for EWS reservation. Such candidates must produce either of the
certificates from the village officer namely “The applicant belonging to Anthyodaya Anna
Yojana (AAY) and Priority House Hold (PHH) category” or “The income and assets certificate
for Economically Weaker Sections (EWSs) in General Category”. (Communities listed in
Annexure- X) (Format of certificates is given in Annexure XI and XII).

Ration Card or BPL Certificate is NOT a valid document to avail EWS reservation. Candidates
who enjoy Communal Reservation such as SEBC, SC/ST are NOT eligible for EWS
reservation.

Notwithstanding anything contained in the Statutes, the selection of students in
Government colleges shall be governed by the rules prescribed by the Government from
time to time with the concurrence of the University in respect of such admissions.

4. RULES FOR ADMISSION — NATIVITY, ELIGIBILITY, RANKING
AND WEIGHTAGE

a) Nativity

Candidate should be an Indian citizen. Candidates seeking admission to BPEd Programme
will be categorized as Keralite and Non-Keralite

(i) Keralite: A candidate of Kerala origin will be categorized as a Keralite. Children of All
India Service Officers allotted to Kerala Cadre are deemed to be Keralites as per G.O.
(Rt) N0.822/08/H.Edn. dated 9-5- 2008. But they will not be eligible for communal/special
reservation.

(i) Non-Keralite: A candidate who does not come under Keralite category will be
categorized as Non-Keralite. Non-Keralite candidates will be eligible for admission only
after all the applicants of Keralite origin are ranked and allotted. Such candidates are not
eligible for Communal reservations or any kind of fee concession.

In order to prove that a candidate is an Indian citizen of Kerala origin for the limited purpose of
eligibility for admission, he/she has to produce any one of the following certificates at the time of
admission.

(@) In the case of candidates who have undergone schooling in Kerala, a course certificate from
the head of the educational institution last attended in Kerala, certifying that the candidate
has undergone his/her studies in Kerala for not less than 3 (three) years within a
continuous period of 12(twelve) years.

(f) The true copy of the relevant page of the Passport of the candidate, issued by the
Government of India, showing Place of Birth in Kerala or of either of the parents of the
candidate showing Place of Birth in Kerala with corroborative certificate to establish the
relationship between the parent and the candidate.

Note:

1. The selection list will be displayed on the notice board and published on the College website
after completion of all tests, formalities and final approval from University of Kerala.
2. The candidates selected will be examined by the College Medical Officer and only those

found medically fit will be admitted to undergraduate /post-graduate courses.

3. The seats which fall vacant on account of non-payment of fee/dues within the prescribed time

INTRODUCTION

Bachelor of Physical Education (B.P.Ed.) programme is a four year professional degree
programme with the objective of preparing Physical Education Teachers to impart
Physical Education and sports activities up to High School level. The course will also
facilitate employment for them as PE Teacher/Trainers/ Instructors/ Coaches in fitness
centers, health clubs, sports clubs, sports academy etc.

1. Name of the programme:
The name of the course shall be Bachelor of Physical Education (B.P.Ed. (4 Year)
Innovative.

2. Nature of the Programme:
The programme shall be full time residential and co-educational.

3. Duration:
The duration of the programme shall be four academic years with eight semesters.
A candidate must complete the programme of study for the Bachelor of Physical
Education (B.P.Ed.) and pass all papers in Part-A (Theory), Part-B (Practicum), Part-
C (Teaching Practice) Part — D (Coaching Ability), and Part-E Internship within a
total period of Eight Years commencing from his/her first admission to the B.P.Ed.
Programme.

4. Eligibility for admission and reservation of seats.
For admission to the B.P.Ed. 4 Year Innovative programme, the candidate shall
fulfill the following conditions;

e If he/she has passed any one of the following examinations with at least 45%
marks.
